Your “About” section
should showcase your
passions, key skills,
and experiences in a
way that feels
authentic, engaging,
and future-focused.
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Your LinkedIn headline can be
up to 220 characters, so use it
wisely to highlight your key
skills, industry interests, and
unique strengths in a clear and
engaging way.

For experience, feel
free to just copy and
paste all those
awesome points you
made on your resume.

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List your full degree, major, and expected graduation date to
showcase your education—plus, by adding Colorado State
University, you can search through over 200,000 alumni to
make connections in your field. Reach out to them and set up
some informational interviews!

Use the Projects section to showcase
hands-on experiences, research, or
classwork—highlight key skills, your role,
and the impact of your work.

List a mix of technical and interpersonal
skills relevant to your field. Prioritize those
that align with your career goals. It's easy
to add skills, If you want to take your skills
section to the next level, you can also have
your connections “endorse” your skills.

Use the Interests section to follow
companies, organizations, and thought
leaders in your field to stay informed
and show your enthusiasm for potential
employers.
